1st Quarter Project
EHS Student Survey: A sample of size 60
Students write a 2-page report describing and analyzing 1 variable from the survey data.  Final product MUST be professional looking – NOT hand written.  Projects more than one day late receive a zero.

Page 1 must contain:

· a detailed description of the survey methodology that answers the question, “how was the data collected?” Your methodology must be detailed enough so another student could repeat the exact data collection procedure.

· 7 different summary statistics (5-number summary, mean, standard deviation) in a table. 

· Your description of the distribution for the quantitative variable you analyze (complete sentences!), including discussion of shape, center, spread, and outliers as appropriate to your distribution.
· Your conclusion(s) about what the data you analyzed means – what does it tell you (if anything) about EHS students? (Complete sentences!)

Page 2 must contain at least 3 different graph types (dot plot, histogram, box plot, etc.) that are generated by using Fathom.  On each graph, plot the values for the center and spread that are appropriate for the shape of your distribution….see Rubric Page for more details.
